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The primary aims of this symposium are to report to the education research community on the progress of TLRP and to consult on the future development of the Research Programme.  





TLRP is the UK’s largest coordinated programme of educational research and is focused on improving outcomes for all learners. It draws support from a very wide range of research users and academics, and aspires to have a significant impact on policy and practice.  It is also explicitly concerned with the development of research capacity in relation to education.





The Programme is constantly developing.  Following two earlier phases of research on school education, 2002 will see the commissioning of over £8m of projects concerned with post-compulsory education.  A new strand of cross-Programme thematic development will begin from the 2002/3 academic year and a significant range of research capacity building services will be offered.





The new TLRP Director and Core Programme Team began working together from May 2002.  In this session, they will review progress, share plans and invite dialogue on future strategies for TLRP.
