TLRP Showcase in Scotland, Wales, Northern Ireland

As you have probably gathered from the recent Bulletin, during the next academic year we expect to showcase TLRP’s whole project portfolio in Scotland, Wales and Northern Ireland.  We will use a similar combination of posters, discussion and presentations that worked successfully for the Westminster event.  Of course, if you are in fact based in Scotland, Wales or N.Ireland, we will be calling on you for particular support and advice in organising these events.

To prepare for these events we need a little help.

1. Posters: We need a complete set of posters, describing the work of every project.  Post-compulsory projects have done this already and examples are enclosed. For school sector projects, I would be grateful if you could provide copy for a poster (following the enclosed guideline) by no later than Friday September 19th.  We do not expect to re-produce post-compulsory project posters unless there are significant reasons to do so – in which case please get in touch as soon as possible.  We would like an RCBN poster and expect a joint RTF poster (specific contact about these will follow).

2. User Links: We need to know more about any specific user links which you may have in Scotland, Wales and Northern Ireland.  This is so that we can ensure that the most appropriate groups of people are invited to the events.  Again, I would be grateful if you could follow the enclosed proforma in supplying this information, and do so before 19th September.  

3. Application and extension: As you know, TLRP is now well-represented in England and Scotland, but we were disappointed that it was not possible to fund more projects from Northern Ireland and Wales.  We would therefore also appreciate any particular advice you may be able to offer regarding the application and possible extension of your work in Wales and Northern Ireland.  

We would value your views on:

a) Whether you may be aware of any particular opportunities to apply your work in N.Ireland or Wales.  

b) Whether, in principle, extensions of your existing work might be possible and of interest to you, if resources were to be available.  Of course, this is hypothetical at this stage.

Two proformas are enclosed and I would be grateful if you could return them by Friday 19th Sept.  If necessary, please add more sheets.  We will follow up these leads and incorporate accurate data on the Programme database in due course.

Many thanks for this.  We much appreciate your contributions.  If you have any queries about this, please contact Mary, Lynne or Suzanne.  

Finally, we have sent you a full set of the post-compulsory posters because we felt you and your colleagues might find them interesting for getting to grips with the new projects.  Indeed, we hope that you might use them for discussion at a future project meeting.  There are still available resources to support inter-project activity.
