It will provide the opportunity to


share innovations, reflections on practice, research and evaluative studies 


with a particular focus on the voice of the practitioner, working to 


improve assessment in their programmes and institutions.  It will look to 


the future as well as critique the past, exploring potential in new 


forms of assessment and e-assessment.  Overall, it will focus on the 


pragmatic, the possible which balances the need for assessment which 


supports learning whilst meeting demands for quality assurance and 


standards.
